ABOUT THE PIECE

seeks to grasp the fleetingness of the moment. To constantly be on the move and never rest, always looking forwards and further. This
might incite a sense of anxiety — of never being able to rest or land — but there is also a contemplative element to always being on the
go. The kind of calm you feel when you sit on a train and watch the landscape pass by outside.

is like a kaleidoscope in constant motion. New formations arise all the time, as variants of ea@f’bther but one never gets to take a closer
look at any of them. In the same way, the harmonic fabric of this piece is constantly chang&g — the vertical and horizontal slide into one

another like a fleeting span of calm and unrest. Q
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PERFORMANCE NOTES

is for any (combination of) melodic instruments.
The piece can have any duration.

The piece consists of four voices that each play a glissando. This is repeated 9 times, as written in the score. Performers read the voice
freely with regards to key and octave — with regards to transposing instruments this can also mean as transposed or in concert pitch.
They should preferably interpret this differently for each repetition. This, combined with the different tempi each of the voices, results in

harmonic structures, intervals and chords that are constantly changing.
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1st time: everyone follows each other, with the same pulse/tempo and length of phrase (glissando).

2nd - 9th time: (Gradually) increase or decrease your own tempo/pulse for each repetition. Do not synchronise.

If you end on your own, stop when it feels right.
